Abstract

The sound archives – the Radio Archive and the Record Library - at the Swedish Broadcasting Resources have since the year 2000 undertaken different projects as how to preserve the radio programs and the gramophone records. 

What choices do you have to make during a digitisation process? Is the aspect of preservation able to be combined with the demands from the program production?  Technical demands can sometimes be opposed to lack of money. 

What we can give you is a tale of problems and hard labour, but also of progress, enthusiastic co-workers and our vision of a digital archive available to all within the broadcasting companies.  A vision that we now can almost touch. With a digital archive, some digitisation equipment and a new way of looking at cataloguing, the archives and their staff are prepared to enter a new era of archiving and retrieval. 
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
