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The research group of Minor Forms of Folklore at the Department of Folkloristics at the Estonian Literary Museum aims to provide digital access to newer Estonian riddle forms (about 45 000 texts: conundrums, joke questions, (compound) puns, abbreviation formulae, acronyms, attention tests, droodles, etc.) held in the Estonian Folklore Archives in the form of electronic publications. The first in the line was the free digital online database containing approximately 7,200/ Estonian droodles (http://www.folklore.ee/Droodles), compiled in 2003 on the basis of manuscript collections of visual riddles or droodles. This paper deals with the technical structure of the visual database, which (1) enables to reproduce riddle texts with a search engine, taking into consideration the textual data relevant/ from the folkloric perspective (question, answer, archive reference, collector, place and time of collection, subject word) and (2) reflects the potential of the genre’s typological taxonomy.
